Biographical Sketch: Jorge DiPaola, MD

Jorge DiPaola received his MD from the University of Buenos Aires in Argentina. He then
completed a residency in Pediatrics at the National Pediatric Hospital in Buenos Aires.
Upon moving to the United States in 1995, he completed a second pediatric residency
and a pediatric hematology-oncology fellowship at the Children’s Hospital of Orange
County, in Orange, California. In 2000, he became a faculty member and Director of the
Hemophilia and Thrombosis Center at the University of lowa. He was appointed
Associate Professor of Pediatrics with tenure in 2007. In 2008, he moved to the
University of Colorado in Denver where he is an Associate Professor of Pediatrics and
Genetics and Director of Basic and Translational Research in Hemostasis in the Section
of Pediatric Hematology/Oncology and BMT. He holds the Postle Family Chair in
Pediatric Cancer and Blood Disorders. Dr. DiPaola’s research focuses on the genetics of
von Willebrand Disease and platelet disorders. His lab has explored the genetics of
hemophilia and VWD as well as novel pathways of platelet activation. He has published
numerous papers and book chapters on the subject. Dr. DiPaola’s research has been
continuously funded by the National Institute of Health since the year 2001, and he is a
permanent member of the Hemostasis and Thrombosis Study Section at NIH. Dr.
DiPaola actively participates in numerous committees of national and international
scientific organizations. He is the co-chair of the VWF subcommittee of the International
Society of Thrombosis and Hemostasis, member of the Pediatric Blood Disorders
Committee of the American Society of Hematology and the Chair of the Planning
Committee for the 2011 and 2012 Annual Meeting of the American Society of Pediatric
Hematology Oncology. Dr. DiPaola has been an active member of HTRS since 2002. He
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has been the Co-Chair of the Hemostasis Committee for over 5 years, and is the co-chair
of the newly designated Research Committee of HTRS. He was the first recipient of the
HTRS Young Investigator Award in 2004, and in 2007, he chaired the second HTRS
annual meeting in Chicago. In a clinical setting, Dr. DiPaola cares for patients with
bleeding and thrombotic disorders at the Mountain States Hemophilia and Thrombosis
Center of the University of Colorado. In his free time, he loves to run, ride his bicycle,
and spend time with his family exploring the Colorado mountains.

Biographical Sketch — Cindy A. Leissinger, MD

Cindy A. Leissinger, MD received her medical degree from Tulane University School of
Medicine in New Orleans, Louisiana. She completed a residency in internal medicine at
Tulane, a research fellowship in hematology at The National Institutes of Health in
Bethesda, Maryland, and a clinical fellowship in hematology and medical oncology at
Tulane.

Dr. Leissinger is currently Professor of Medicine, and Clinical Professor of Pediatrics and
Pathology at Tulane University. She serves as Chief of the Hematology/Oncology
Division. She is also Director of the Louisiana Center for Bleeding and Clotting Disorders.
She is a fellow of the American College of Physicians and a member of the American
Society of Hematology and the International Society on Thrombosis and Haemostasis.

In addition to caring for patients with coagulation disorders, Dr. Leissinger oversees an
active research program that receives funding from the National Institutes of Health as
well as numerous other federal and industry sources. She participates in several clinical
research groups, and has been an active investigator for many research studies related
to bleeding disorders, with a particular interest in Factor VIl inhibitor development and
management. Currently, Dr. Leissinger serves as the principal investigator for two
investigator-initiated, multi-institutional clinical trials. The RICH (Rituximab for Inhibitors
in Congenital Hemophilia) Study is an open trial in the NHLBI Transfusion
Medicine/Hemostasis Clinical Trials Network. In addition, Dr. Leissinger serves as co-PlI,
along with Dr. Alessandro Gringeri, of the ProFEIBA Study, which is a randomized
crossover study of FEIBA as secondary prophylaxis for the prevention of bleeds in
hemophilia patients with inhibitors. Enrollment and active follow-up for the ProFEIBA
study was recently completed and data analysis is ongoing.

Dr. Leissinger has been a member of HTRS since its inception as the Hemophila Research
Society (HRS). Early on, she served as a member of the executive committee of HRS, and
more recently has co-chaired the Hemostasis Committee for HTRS. In addition, she has
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worked on the program committee for two HTRS annual meetings, and has spoken at
several of the annual meetings. Involvement in HTRS has been particularly rewarding
because of the opportunity to network with colleagues and experience mentoring from
both the perspective of being mentored and being able to mentor others in return.

Candidate’s Statement

As an academic hematologist with an interest in hemostatic and thrombotic disorders, |
feel that we are at an exciting time, with an array of new diagnostic tests and
therapeutic agents that will become available for our patients within the near future.
However, | am also concerned that fewer trainees appear to be pursuing academic
careers in benign hematology, an issue that recently led to a working group meeting
including participants from the American Society of Hematology and the National Heart
Lung and Blood Institute (NHLBI). As the premier organization in North America for the
promotion of research, education, and mentorship in hemostatic and thrombotic
disorders, HTRS is uniquely positioned to take a leading role in addressing this and other
issues relevant to the membership of our Society. To further enhance the breadth of our
expertise, and attractiveness to trainees, | would propose continued efforts to attract
thrombosis specialists, particularly adult thrombosis. Continued collaborative efforts
with NASCOLA at our annual meeting and with international societies in hemostasis and
thrombosis are also strategies to broaden our horizons and attract more individuals to
this field. | am excited at this opportunity to help lead HTRS as we move forward with
these important efforts.
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Biographical Sketch — Thomas L. Ortel, MD, PhD

My decision to pursue a career in academic hematology was sparked by a patient with
Kasabach Merritt syndrome during my internship year in general medicine. The patient
had a hemoglobin of 3 gm/dL and a profound hypofibrinogenemia due to a consumptive
coagulopathy. On the basis of two case reports, we started him on aminocaproic acid
and cryoprecipitate, which resulted in one of his multiple, large hemangiomas turning
warm and red, and then gradually shrinking. His anemia and hypofibrinogenemia
resolved, and he left the hospital feeling much better. This patient exposed me to a rare
vascular disorder, the value of a clinical laboratory that worked closely with the clinician,
and the fact that an understanding of the underlying pathophysiology (even if
incomplete) could enable one to come up with a logical therapeutic intervention that
actually worked.

After completing residency, | entered the fellowship program in the Division of
Hematology/Medical Oncology at Duke, where early in the first year | confirmed that my
interests were in hemostasis and thrombosis. As a clinical fellow, | set up a
compassionate-use protocol to administer danaparoid to patients with heparin-induced
thrombocytopenia. These complicated patients presented a difficult challenge,
balancing hemorrhagic risks with thrombotic events that | found fascinating.
Subsequently, my research projects have always mirrored my clinical interests, ranging
from factor V inhibitors to heparin-induced thrombocytopenia and antiphospholipid
syndrome, and | frequently have clinical protocols and basic/translational research
projects ongoing simultaneously. | find that this subspecialty truly lends itself to
blending clinical and research activities.

Currently, | wear several hats. First, | am a clinician, seeing patients with a variety of
hemorrhagic and thrombotic disorders, as well as supervising a large anticoagulation
management service. Second, | am the Medical Director for the Clinical Coagulation and
Platelet Antibody Laboratories, providing a critical interface between the clinicians and
the clinical laboratory. Third, | run an active research program that includes laboratory
investigations as well as Phase Il clinical research trials. And fourth, | enjoy teaching the
students, residents, and fellows who rotate through our outpatient clinics and inpatient
consult service. These activities complement one another, allowing me to pursue a
number of overlapping tasks.

My involvement with HTRS began with my exposure to the national meeting, a
wonderful, highly interactive, educational experience. The meeting provides a venue for
trainees to present their research, and several trainees working with me have presented
posters and oral communications at the meeting. Two of my trainees have also
benefited from Mentored Research Awards through HTRS, providing them with
protected time for conducting their research. The trainees have also greatly benefited
from the meeting, having the opportunity to discuss their research and clinical questions
with leading investigators and physicians in hemostasis and thrombosis. Meetings for
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the larger organizations, such as the American Society of Hematology, are simply too
large to provide the same opportunities.

Biographical Sketch — Margaret V. Ragni, MD, MPH

Dr. Ragni is a Professor of Medicine, Department of Medicine, Division of Hematology/
Oncology, University of Pittsburgh, and Director, Hemophilia Center of Western
Pennsylvania. She received her MD degree from the University of Pittsburgh School of
Medicine in 1975 and MPH in 1993 from the Graduate School of Public Health. She
completed her medical residency in 1978 and a fellowship in Hematology/Oncology in
1981 at the University of Pittsburgh Medical Center, and a fellowship in Coagulation/
Blood Bank at Central Blood Bank, Pittsburgh in 1982. She is active in clinical
translational research and in mentoring students, residents, fellows, and young faculty,
and is funded by multiple federal research grants. She has authored over 160 peer-
reviewed publications in the area of hemophilia and von Willebrand disease, and in
transfusion-related hepatitis C and HIV/HCV co-infection. She is the recipient of the
Kenneth Brinkhous Award for Excellence in Clinical Research by the National Hemophilia
Foundation, 1998; and the Kenneth E. Schuit Award, Dean’s Award for Master Educator
by the University of Pittsburgh, in 1998. She serves on the NHLBI Hemostasis and
Thrombosis Study Section; the American Society of Hematology Development Task
Force; as past editor of the ASH Daily News editorial board; 20-year member of the
National Hemophilia Foundation Medical and Scientific Advisory Committee; member,
Board of Directors of the Hemophilia & Thrombosis Research Society; and Co-Chair,
NHLBI State of the Science Symposium Hemophilia & Von Willebrand Disease

Candidate’s Statement

The research | focused on during
fellowship was on thrombopoeitin and HIV-associated thrombocytopenia and
separately, giant platelet disorders. Following fellowship, | moved to California and was
incredibly fortunate to work with another outstanding mentor in Diane Nugent. My
interest in coagulation disorders was fostered and my clinical and research skills honed
over my 7 years with Dr. Nugent at the Children’s Hospital of Orange County. Her
excellent mentorship combined with my interest and ambition led to a fruitful period of
research in the management of inhibitor patients with bleeding including studies
utilizing thromboelastography as well as studies in pediatric thrombosis and
anticoagulation.

Currently, | am the Director of
Hemostasis and Thrombosis at Children’s Hospital Los Angeles (CHLA) and an Associate

My current research focus is the same as it was under Dr. Nugent and includes ongoing




studies utilizing thromboelastography as well as clinical trials in pediatric thrombosis
and hemophilia.

In addition to my clinical, research, and administrative duties at CHLA, | have served and
continue to serve on a variety of committees in national and international societies. |
was a member of the Program Committee for the American Society of Pediatric
Hematology/Oncology for 7 years including 2 years as the Chair. | currently serve on the
Board of Trustees of the same society. | have also served HTRS for a number of years
including being the current Chair of the Symposium Program Planning Committee. |
have also served HTRS as a grant reviewer, a member of the Thrombosis Subcommittee
since its inception, and on the steering committee for the Fellowship Workshops. | am
currently a co-Chair of the Scientific Subcommittee on Perinatal/Pediatric Hemostasis of
ISTH and recently completed my term on Scientific Subcommittee on Hemostasis for
ASH.

| believe that | have much to offer HTRS. Much like HTRS, | am involved in both
hemostasis and thrombosis and my research is primarily clinical/translational.
Consequently, multi-center clinical registries/databases are very important to me as
they are to HTRS. | am involved in many North American and international research
groups focusing on bleeding disorders, prophylaxis, inhibitor development and von
Willebrand disease. Importantly, | am well known to hemostasis/thrombosis physicians
in Canada. | am a member of the Canadian Pediatric Thrombosis/Hemostasis Network
(CPTHN) and of the Association of Hemophilia Clinic Directors of Canada (AHCDC). In my
2-year role as AHCDC President, | gained considerable experience in the administration
of the organization: organizing national meetings, reviewing the organization’s practices
and setting new directions, interacting with industry representatives and with lay
organizations. The skills and experience that | gained would be an asset to HTRS, and |
could act as a good conduit of information from HTRS to, and from, the AHCDC and the
CPTHN.

My vision for HTRS is that it truly be a North American collaborative organization that
addresses important clinical/biological questions in hemostasis/thrombosis. Canadian
involvement in HTRS has historically been minor, and as a Board member, | would
commit to try to change this.

Biographical Sketch — Manuel D. Carcao, MD




Manuel D. Carcao received his medical training from the University of Toronto,
graduating in 1990. Following graduation, he completed a Pediatrics’ residency followed
by a fellowship in Pediatric Hematology/Oncology at the Hospital for Sick Children
(Sickkids) Toronto. He did extra research training in hemostasis. In 1999, he joined the
Sickkids faculty as an Assistant Professor in the Division of Hematology/Oncology and as
Co-Director of the institution’s Bleeding Disorders Comprehensive Care Clinic — the
largest pediatric bleeding disorders clinic in Canada.

In 2004, Dr. Carcao became an Associate Scientist in the hospital’s Research Institute; in
2007, he received a Masters of Science degree in Clinical Epidemiology at the University
of Toronto. In 2008, he was promoted to Associate Professor (Pediatrics) in the
University of Toronto.

Dr. Carcao carries a busy clinical practice, running separate clinics in pediatric general
hematology, bleeding disorders, and thrombosis. Additionally, he is part of the
hospital’s vascular tumor clinic, managing patients with vascular tumors. He serves as a
staff attending physician on two consultation services: general hematology and
thrombosis.

Dr. Carcao’s research interests are in the study of children with bleeding disorders,
particularly hemophilia and Von Willebrand disease (VWD). His specific research focus
is in the areas of inter-patient disease variability with respect to inhibitor development,
prophylaxis needs and pharmacokinetic handling of factor concentrates.

Dr. Carcao, along with several co-investigators, are evaluating different strategies of
prophylaxis to determine how best to provide prophylaxis taking into account issues of
effectiveness, quality of life and costs This interest in prophylaxis has led Dr. Carcao to
be a key member of the International Prophylaxis Study Group (IPSG). In the IPSG, he
serves as a member of the Economics/Quality of Life expert working group and as Co-
Chair (with Dr. C. Negrier) of the Prophylaxis in Inhibitor patients’ expert working group.
Furthermore, he is a member of the VWD International Prophylaxis group — a group
studying prophylaxis in VWD.

Dr. Carcao is also very involved in research into inhibitor development and
management. This led him, on behalf of his institution, to be invited to join the Rodin
group (a multinational collaborative group examining environmental risk factors for
inhibitor development).

Dr. Carcao is author or co-author of over 60 peer-reviewed papers, various chapters and
non-peer reviewed papers and of over 60 published abstracts. He has been an invited
speaker on numerous occasions at international meetings, presenting on topics in
prophylaxis in hemophilia and other bleeding disorders, in inhibitor development and
management, and in VWD.




Dr. Carcao has been very involved at an executive level in various organizations. His
affiliation with the AHCDC dates back to 1999. From 1999 to 2006, he served the
organization in various roles (member and later Chair of the Inhibitor Subcommittee,
Secretary, Vice-President). In 2006, he became the organization’s President. During his
2-year term, he made major contributions to the organization: reorganizing its annual
general meeting, undertaking a major organizational review and significantly increasing
the organization’s funding base. He currently is chair of the AHCDC
Membership/Nominating Committee.

Biographical Sketch — Anthony K. C. Chan, MD

Dr. Chan is currently a Professor in the Department of Pediatrics, and Division Chief of
Pediatric Hematology/Oncology at McMaster University (Hamilton). He is certified by
the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada as a Pediatrician and
Hematologist. He is also a certified member of the Royal College of Pathologists. Dr.
Chan is the Director (Pediatrics) of the Hemophilia Treatment Centre at the McMaster
Children’s Hospital (Hamilton); Vice-President of the Association of Hemophilia Clinic
Directors of Canada (AHCDC); Member of Board of Directors of Thrombosis Interest
Group of Canada; Member of the Executive Committee of the Canadian Pediatric
Thrombosis and Hemostasis Network. He is also involved with the C17 Research
Committee (Hematology), is a member of the Scientific Committee for the American
Society for Hematology (ASH) and International Society on Thrombosis and Haemostasis
(ISTH), and participates in grant reviews for the Canadian Hemophilia Society. He is an
elected member of the American Pediatric Society and the Society of Pediatric Research
and is on the Editorial Board of Thrombosis Research.

Dr. Chan’s major interest is in basic and clinical research in the field of pediatric
thrombosis and pediatric stroke and is one of the leading experts in this area. His main
laboratory research is in developmental hemostasis and how it affects different
pediatric diseases, as well as developing new anticoagulants and clinically useful assays.
Dr. Chan’s research on a covalent antithrombin-heparin (ATH) complex, that has
potential to prevent catheter-related thrombosis in children, has engendered many
issued patents, as well as collaborative work with partners in the pharmaceutical
industry. Dr. Chan is a Career Investigator funded by the Heart and Stroke Foundation
of Canada and holds grants from the Heart and Stroke Foundation, Canadian Institutes
of Health Research and Industry Partners. To date, he has published 139 peer-reviewed
articles, 227 abstracts and has been invited as a Guest Speaker at many local, national
and international conferences and venues. He has supervised post-doctoral fellows
from across Canada and around the world and has mentored junior faculty in the course
of their research.

Dr. Chan also provides a free consultation service for other physicians caring for children
with thrombotic disease through the toll-free 1800NOCLOTS service. Dr. Chan has
continued and expanded a service started by his mentor (Dr. Maureen Andrew) that
provides diagnostic and treatment information on pediatric thrombosis for healthcare




providers. He gives around-the-clock support, without personal compensation. In a
sense, Dr. Chan finds that he has also benefited in his knowledge base by involvement
with unusual thrombophilia cases from an international arena. This service allows him to
serve patients outside of his own institution and have better understanding of
management issues in different medical environment. He is a clinician scientist that has
a large number of basic and clinical interests encompassing the realm of thrombosis and
hemostasis. His ingenuity has led to a number of inventions with the potential to
directly impact care for patients.

Neil Josephson was born and raised in Brooklyn, NY. He completed his undergraduate

studies at Dartmouth College and then received an MD degree from Columbia
University’s College of Physicians and Surgeons. After finishing an internal medicine at




Northwestern Memorial Hospital, Dr. Josephson worked as a general internist and
volunteer physician in northern Kenya prior to pursuing a fellowship in
Hematology/Oncology at the University of Washington. Currently, he is an Assistant
Professor of Medicine in the Division of Hematology at the University of Washington
and Director of the Hemophilia Care Program at the Puget Sound Blood Center.

As a post-doctoral fellow, Dr. Josephson pursued research projects in the areas of stem
cell gene therapy and foamy virus vector development in the laboratories of Drs. Jan
Abkowitz and David Russell. He obtained a KO8 award in 2001 to study “Gene Transfer
into Stem Cells by Foamy Virus Vectors” and an ASH scholar junior faculty award in 2003
for additional studies in the field of stem cell gene therapy. In 2003, Neil also joined the
faculty of the Puget Sound Blood Center. He continued work in the field of gene therapy
for congenital stem cell disorders with funding from a SCCOR grant in Transfusion
medicine. At the Blood Center, Dr. Josephson gained his first real exposure to clinical
hemophilia care under the mentorship of Dr. Arthur Thompson. It did not take long for
him to see that one of the most pressing needs in hemophilia care is the development of
more efficient and reliable treatments for eradicating high titer inhibitory antibodies to
factor VIII. Recent studies in his laboratory have focused on novel methods for
suppressing the immune response to FVIII in the hemophilia A mouse model; in work
that is supported by a 2009 Investigator-Initiated Award from HTRS.

Biographical Sketch — Steven Pipe, MD

Dr. Steven Pipe is an Associate Professor in the Department of Pediatrics and Pathology,
Division of Pediatric Hematology/Oncology, at the University of Michigan, Ann Arbor,
Michigan, and currently serves as the Division Director and Fellowship Director. He is
also the Medical Director of the Pediatric Hemophilia and Coagulation Disorders
Program and Medical Director of the Special Coagulation Laboratory at the University of
Michigan. His clinical interests include bleeding and thrombotic disorders and congenital
vascular anomalies. Dr. Pipe also directs a basic research lab funded by the National
Institutes of Health investigating coagulation factor VIIl and the molecular mechanisms
of hemophilia A. His research has recently focused on several aspects of the structure
and function of coagulation factor VIII as it relates to the regulation of factor VIl
secretion and activity in an effort to generate novel bioengineered forms of
recombinant factor VIII with improved properties. He has also investigated fundamental
aspects of the protein secretion pathway, characterizing some of the molecular
interactions of factor VIII with protein chaperones within the endoplasmic reticulum.
Insights in this area could lead to interventions that will improve the efficiency of factor
VIl secretion for manufacturing and gene therapy applications.

Dr. Pipe completed his undergraduate medical training at the University of Toronto,
Ontario, Canada, and his pediatric training at McMaster University in Hamilton, Ontario.
His pediatric hematology and oncology training was completed at the University of
Michigan. He was a fellow of the Pediatric Scientist Development Program. His research
training was mentored by Dr. Randal Kaufman at the Howard Hughes Medical Institute
in the Department of Biological Chemistry.

Dr. Pipe is certified by the American Board of Pediatrics in pediatric
hematology/oncology. He was awarded a Young Investigator Award from both the
American Society of Pediatric Hematology and Oncology and the International Society
on Thrombosis and Haemostasis, a Faculty Scholar Award from the American Society of
Hematology, and the Sutherland Award from the Midwest Society for Pediatric
Research.




Dr. Pipe has served on the Medical Advisory Council for the Hemophilia Foundation of
Michigan and MASAC for the National Hemophilia Foundation. He was President of the
Midwest Society for Pediatric Research in 2006. He is currently the Hematology and
Oncology Subspecialty Chair for the Central Society for Clinical Research. Dr. Pipe has
also contributed on program planning committees for the National Hemophilia
Foundation and research society annual meetings.
